(2) The Human body - developing the concepts of form, proportion, gesture, movement; study of the human body and its
relationship with objects and space;

(3) The Architecture - study of the perception of space and its representation.

(6) Developing a critical sense and creativity;
(7) Develop a personal Daily Chart through themes; build a portfolio from originals.
